Word of the month: plagiarism (passing someoneôs work off as your own) 

The Internet is a hugely useful tool and, as its use becomes more 

widespread at Linton Park School, so do the issues associated with 

it. I would like to caution all students against plagiarism which, 

whether unintentional or deliberate, is never acceptable. It can seem 

like a wonderful way to save time. Why make notes on a text when 

someone has conveniently done the job already? Just copy/paste 

and save a few hours! Indeed, several staff members have already 

spoken to me about a rising tide of plagiarised homework with wor-

ried looks and exasperated expressions.  

As I have said, internet resources are marvellous and can really 

improve learning, but passing anotherôs work off as yours is forbid-

den (as are other methods of gaining an unfair advantage). None of 

this is to say that the pressures of wanting to do well are not understood by the staff; we all fully understand that there are signifi-

cant pressures to do well and that the value of good results is a high-stakes enterprise, but think of the word integrity, one of the 

most important in all of our vocabularies. There are few real short-cuts and working hard is a reward in itself. 

With National Mock Examination Week (and the first day of spring!) just around the corner, I want to wish all participating students 

good luck. A famous golfer called Gary Player once said ñThe more I practise the luckier I getò. We can all use a little luck, but 

proper preparation is the key to success.
